Stop the Traffik

A continuing trade in people is one of the world’s biggest tragedies and injustices. An estimated 2.4 million victims (at any time) are sold, abducted or blackmailed into slavery, ending up trapped in prostitution, forced marriage or adoption, forced labour, military service or begging. 50% of those that suffer these horrors are children. 
Europeans are victims, traffickers, or clients of victims’ services. Sometimes, we are ‘passively’ involved: failing to provide adequate resources to police, judiciary and social services to help or rescue these modern slaves, or prosecute guilty parties.

On 25th March, 2007, millions worldwide will celebrate the 200th anniversary of the abolition of the trans-Atlantic slave trade.  200 years ago, Evangelicals were at the forefront of the campaign to abolish slavery in the British Empire: these new forms of slavery today call for prayer, practical action and campaigning again, today.
STOP THE TRAFFIK is a global coalition of organisations committed to reducing and ending human trafficking today: preventing the sale of people, prosecuting traffickers and protecting victims.

The European Evangelical Alliance has joined the coalition and will seek to challenge Europe’s politicians to take their responsibilities in these areas more seriously.
