We are convinced that our struggle is not
only physical but also spiritual.

Therefore, we sincerely call upon you to join the Global Day of Prayer for Ukraine
taking place on August 24, 2025, Ukraine’s Independence Day.

This initiative has been endorsed by the President of Ukraine, underscoring the
significance of prayer and the unity of the Ukrainian society and government in this
critical time.
We ask that on this day evangelical churches worldwide unite in prayer for:

 an end to the war and the establishment of just peace,

« protection and restoration of the Ukrainian people,
« healing of physical and emotional wounds,
. release of captives and return of abducted children,
